Description: One of the IE Foundation’s main objectives is to promote the highest standards in education worldwide, 
recognizing that education is the fastest means for the development of societal welfare. Aware of this fact, the IE 
Foundation has a special commitment to countries experiencing challenging situations that limit their citizens’ access 
to education and impede their social development as a result. An economic crisis, severe currency devaluation, and 
natural disasters, among others, are situations that can directly affect our candidates’ personal career plans and lead 
them to feel obligated to put their professional and/or academic development on hold. The IE Foundation reserves 
a special scholarship fund for candidates who have been directly affected by these circumstances. The fund aims to 
mitigate the effects of these exceptional situations and thus contribute to the continued development of candidates’ 
career plans.

Selection criteria: As well as the general requirements for Scholarship programs, the candidate must show that    
they have been directly affected by an exceptional situation in their country of residence as well as have a strong 
academic background. 

Amount: The amount of the scholarship awarded will depend on the available budget, the profile, and the specific 
circumstances demonstrated by the applicant.

IE WOMEN IN STEM SCHOLARSHIP

Application deadline: Before the beginning of the student’s first year.

Programs: Bachelor in Data and Business Analytics, Bachelor in Computer Science and Artificial Intelligence.

Description: This scholarship is specifically designed to support women who are interested in launching a career in 
STEM or STEM-related areas or already have experience in those fields.
